


Tense
Present (simple present, present continuous, present perfect)
1. The simple present tense is used:
a) To express a fact that is always true.
b) To express a habit.
c) To express an action which is done everyday.
2. The present continuous tense is used:
a) To express what is actually happening at the present moment of speaking.
b) To express what will happen in the future.
3. The present perfect tense is used:
a) To express an action that began in the past and has been finished at the time of speaking or is still continuing.
b) [bookmark: _GoBack]The present perfect is usually used with words like ‘just’, ‘already’, ‘since’, ‘for’, ‘yet’, etc.
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
